1 3 Locate the top two threaded holes at the front of the tub and remove and discard any plastic side plugs if fitted. If a drop in bedliner
is present cut around the brackets. If a spray in bedliner is installed clear with an M8x1.25 thread tap. Repeat for both sides.

Feed the plug end of the loom through
the grommet hole outside the vehicle to the gap between the cab and the bed. Take the previously removed grommet, cut and re-install
around the loom. Apply clear silicone to the plug to re-seal and make waterproof.
